Oregon Food Bank ...

On Thursday, February 17th, the Jaycees volunteered
at the Oregon Food Bank. The Oregon Food Bank is the
hub of a network of 870 hunger-relief agencies throughout
Oregon and Clark County, Wash.

The Jaycees worked side-by-side with high schoolers
from throughout Portland on two food projects. The yrst:
bagging produce. Twenty-four large boxes of fresh apples
needed to be broken down into manageable 3-5 pound
bags that could be given to families. The volunteers zipped
through all the boxes in less than an hour and moved onto
the next project. Mac-n-cheese dinners needed to be as-
sembled. The group that the Jaycees were working with
constructed nearly 500 dinners, putting cheese sauce and
macaroni together in bags with directions and boxing them
up for distribution.

It was amazing to look back and see all that the volun-
teers managed to accomplish in just two-and-a-half hours
of work. All the Jaycees had a great time working on this
project as well. Time really pew by in a fun way while hun-
dreds of Oregon families were being helped.
